1. Lancashire's Strategy for an Ageing Population

Hosted by Lancashire’s Ageing Population Strategy expert and nationally recognised expert David Halpin.

The Strategy for an Ageing Population has been developed by engaging with over three hundred older people plus a range of agencies. The aim is that together we can improve the lives for the 50 plus generation to create and maintain opportunities that will influence and shape services across all sectors. 

This workshop will provide you with the opportunity to examine the methods used to generate and maintain engagement of older people at a strategic level, design, delivery and evaluation of strategic outcomes for older people.
